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Horse Welfare, Abuse and Anti Doping 

Abuse of Horses and Abuse of Officials 

The FEI has provided the framework in which international competitions with horses must be run. An important part 

of this framework is based on the persuasion, that horses deserve protection against overuse or abuse. The sport 

must be acceptable to the public, the media and the sponsors and safeguarding the welfare of the horse is a key factor 

in this. 

 

Many aspects of the FEI rules and regulations were developed out of respect for the welfare of the horse during its 

athletic career. To this effect, all rulebooks and event schedules include the Code of Conduct, by which the FEI 

underlines respectful behaviour towards the horse. 

 

Equestrian Sport has come under severe criticism from the Olympic Committee in terms of abuse of horses due to the 

ǳǎŜ ƻŦ ŘǊǳƎǎΦ  ¢ƘŜ C9LΩǎ ǊŜǎǇƻƴǎŜ ǘƻ ǘƘƛǎ Ƙŀǎ ōŜŜƴ ǘƻ establish a Clean Sport Commission whose main objective is to 

ensure the welfare of the horse. 

 

In turn, SANEF, which is affiliated to and governed by many of the same rules as the FEI, fully supports their view that 

the welfare of the horse is paramount and that horses deserve our protection and respect. 

 

SANEF will not tolerate abuse of any kind, be it against horses, officials or any other person connected with an event.  

Stewards at all shows have the full backing of SANEF, and the FEI have revised their Yellow Card system (if you are 

issued with 2 yellow cards within one year you are automatically suspended for two months).   

 

The following FEI rules have been incorporated into the SANEF rules and take effect from 01 

January 2009 

 

A competitor will be disqualified immediately for excessive use of the whip.  Below is a summary of what is considered 

excessive: 

 The whip cannot be used to vent a riŘŜǊΩǎ ǘŜƳǇŜǊΦ {ǳŎƘ ǳǎŜ ƛǎ ŀƭǿŀȅǎ ŜȄŎŜǎǎƛǾŜΦ 

 The whip is not to be used after elimination or after a horse has jumped the last fence on a course  (a rider is

 The whip is never to be used overhand, (for example a whip in the right hand being used on the left flank). The

excessive use of the whip.   

 A competitor identified as misusing or excessively using the whip will be disqualified and may be fined at the 

discretion of the Ground Jury. 
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Abuse of horses also occurs in training and at events.  According to the SANEF and FEI 

regulations, the following training methods constitute abuse: 

 

 All forms of cruel, inhumane or abusive treatment of horses, including, but not limited to the various forms of 

rapping, are strictly forbidden in all exercise and schooling areas as well as elsewhere on the grounds of the 

event. 

 

 The term "rapping" is construed to include all of the artificial techniques intended to induce the horse to jump 

higher or more carefully in competition. It is not practical to list every possible means of rapping, but in general it 

consists of the competitor - and/or dismounted assistants, for whose behaviour the competitor is responsible - 

either hitting the horse's legs manually with something (no matter with what or by whom) or deliberately causing 

the horse to hit something itself, whether by building fences too large and/or wide, setting false ground lines, 

placing trotting poles or elements of a combination at a false distance, intentionally pulling or pushing the horse 

into a fence or otherwise making it difficult or impossible for the horse to negotiate the practice obstacle without 

hitting it. 

 

 It is forbidden to jump unauthorised obstacles or to rap a horse in any way and in any place on the grounds of the 

Event or to leave the grounds of the Event for any purpose during the period of the Event. 

 

 In the case of rapping or any other abusive schooling practice within the period of jurisdiction of the Ground Jury, 

the competitor and the horse concerned will be disqualified from all competitions for at least twenty-four hours. 

In addition the Ground Jury can take any further action it deems appropriate to the particular circumstances. 

 

 

What does Disqualification mean to me as a rider? 

Disqualification means that a competitor and his horse or horses may take no further part in a competition or in any  

other competition of the Event.  The Ground Jury MUST disqualify a competitor for abuse. 

 

 

What do I do if I see a competitor abusing a horse or an official? 

 

If any abuse of either horses or officials is noticed at a show, the correct procedure is to speak to a member of the 

Organising Committee of the Show, or the President of the Ground Jury or the Chief Steward.  If no satisfaction is 

obtained, then the matter should be put into writing and brought to the immediate attention of either the Provincial 

Body or SANEF (jimmy@horsesport.org.za) (011 468-3236) or both.

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Stewarding   

"Help, Prevent, Intervene" 

 

International equestrian competitions have developed in recent 

years to a point that stewarding is now one of the most 

important aspects of an event. The steward is called upon to 

make quick, informed judgements and to intervene in 

situations that require an official, authoritative but fair reaction.   

In line with most activities of equestrian officials, knowledge of accepted behaviour and of the rules and regulations 

combined with experience and common sense provide for the best stewarding.

From higher level events where top professionals compete down to lower level events with up and coming 

competitors,  often riding borrowed horses, the services of qualified stewards are essential. Up and coming 

competitors often imitate the well known experienced competitors, and proper training methods and behaviour are 

frequently learned by example.  The welfare of the horse is paramount. 

 

WHAT IS STEWARDING? 

It is a world-wide practice and specialised organisation to prevent HORSE ABUSE and INCORRECT BEHAVIOUR of 

COMPETITORS, GROOMS and or INDIVIDUALS at events. 

 

THE PURPOSE OF STEWARDING 

The purpose of FEI Stewarding is  

 to prevent Dangers and Irregularities in Equestrian Sports through proper measures and supervision

For every judge officiating at an event, at least two stewards are required and within the next few months the number 

of stewards required to work at an event will more than double.

YOUTH OLYMPICS 2010  

 FEI Challenge is eligibility event 

 

The International Olympic Committee (IOC) has approved the first Summer Youth Olympic Games (YOG) to be held in 

Singapore in August 2010.  The games will unite approximately 3500 athletes 

competing in the 26 sports represented at the 2012 Games the event, tailor-made 

to young people, aims to balance sport, education and culture over 12 days of 

competition, workshops and social interaction.   

 

Showjumping, the sole discipline representing equestrian sport will see a total of 30 

riders between 17 and 18 years of age competing on borrowed horses at the 

Singapore Turf Club. (While the overall age group for the YOG is 14-18, each event 

has its own age group: rider must be born between 1 January 1992 and 31 December 

1993. 

  

The Games will provide an opportunity not only bring together the worlds best young athletes but will present a 

superb introduction to the Olympic Games and their values.  With the emphasis very strongly on the sharing of 

cultural experiences in a sporting environment, the YOG are an excellent platform for discovering new cultures and 

making new friendships 

 

YOG 2010 Qualification System 

The FEI has decided to hold the qualifications on a continental Group basis. Each Group will ideally be represented by 

five competitors.

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Selection System for Youth Olympics 

Eligibility is based on the winner of the FEI Challenge (Nov 2009).  This qualifies South Africa to be one of the countries 

involved.  Only 1 person will be selected, and not necessarily the winner of the FEI Challenge.  To be eligible for the 

YOG, riders must be born between 1 January 1992 and 31 December 1993. 

 

The result qualifies the NOC (National Olympic Committee) and not the rider: selection of the competitor is made by 

the NOC. 

 

The total number of participants will be 30 and no NOC may be represented by more than one competitor.

Qualification for World Equestrian Games 

FEI have given South Africa  dispensation  to hold a number of Qualifying shows for the 

World Equestrian Games.  These will be the equivalent of 4* level shows in Europe.  The first of these shows will be 

held at Maple Ridge in March.  The classes will be held at most of the major shows, with the addition of a show at 

Ascot Stables towards the end of the year.  To qualify for WEG at a show built at 4*  level, a horse and rider has to 

jump that course with no less than 4 faults.   

 

 

Tri-Nations Show - Hastings, New Zealand. 17th - 22nd March 2009  

The Kelt Capital Horse of the Year Show has grown to become one of the largest and most 

prestigious annual Equestrian Events in the Southern Hemisphere.   New Zealand has invited a 

South African Show Jumping team to the  show.  Our team will compete on borrowed horses against New Zealand and 

Japan.  The team that has been selected is:  Oliver Lazarus, Lexi Carter, Lisa Williams and Sean Henderson.  As Sean 

Henderson will be unable to travel due to business commitments, his place will be taken by the reserve rider, 

Dominey Alexander. 

 

 

Protective Headgear 

SANEF has had many queries regarding headgear.  Please follow your Discipline Rules regarding headgear.  Below are 

the recommended standards of headgear for show jumping.   

 Recommendations 

It is strongly recommended that only protective headgear manufactured to EN1384,  ASTM F1163, PAS 015 or 

SNELL E2001 with Kite Mark or SEI or such other suitable protective headgear as offers a similar or higher level of 

protection should  be worn. 

 Disclaimer 

SANEF or its Provincial Bodies, Sponsors and/or any Organising Committee shall not bear any liability (whether for 

death or personal injury or for any consequential or indirect loss suffered) in relation to the protective headgear 

worn by riders and in particular, but without prejudice to the generality of the foregoing, any failure by riders to 

wear protective headgear to the above standards.  

 

Body Protectors ς Juniors and Pony Riders 

Body Protectors are allowed but not compulsory as long as they are the same colour as the jacket.  They may be worn 

over the jacket.   Body Protectors may not be branded or decorated in any way

The role of the National Safety Officer is key and appointing such a person will be recommended as a 

compulsory requirement for all the National Federations  organizing international eve nts.   

The collection of data on safety, which began on international level seven years ago, will be expanded to 

include figures from the national events so that a more comprehensive and accurate picture may be built.  

Collection of veterinary and medical data will also be expanded.

Denise reports from a cold, WET and beautiful UK !!! 

 

My youngster 'Wervelwind' is going well and continues bringing in good results.  We have moved up to Elementary 

and  his scores are always between 68% - 74% and I am having a lot of fun producing him.  This year I am aiming him 

towards the 6 year old classes.  I am teaching him his changes and half passes which are required for the  6 year 

old tests and he is finding the changes very exciting and producing fantastic bucks, with the odd change included, so 

we have our work cut out for us.   

 

Just before Christmas we had another write-up in the Horse and Hound on an Elementary class we won.  On the day 

it was bucketing down with rain and the arena was like one big swimming pool -  this is what was printed in H&H:   

Denise Hallion and Wervelwind braved a deluge to take the elementary qualifier.  "It's a  useful experience. One day it 

will be chucking it down at a big show" said Denise. "I was really pleased with how he dealt with the big puddles.  He 

passaged through them a few times but by the time the bell rang he was concentrating."  Wervelwind, a five year 

old by Painted Black was bought by Denise at the Brightwell Sales in August last year.  άIŜ ǿŀǎ мсΦмƘƘ ǿƘŜƴ ǿŜ got 

him and is now 16.3hh.  We've changed his saddle three times and watch his diet like a hawk.  He's matured mentally 

and he's so talented, nothing is difficult for him". 

  

He is finding the PSG and 

Inter 1 test much easier now, and is able to produce good work at home and in our lessons.  We now need to go out 

and compete as much as possible and get the same result in the ring.  

 

 I have also found a 'show trainer', his name is Adam Kemp.  He has also competed at Grand Prix level, but now 

focuses his attention on training.   I found it very difficult not having someone helping at the big shows. Adam attends 

most CDI's and will be there for the training which I am very excited about.   

So Jennie Loriston Clarke is still my primary trainer and Adam is my show trainer.  To get the relationship started, I 

have been up to Adam for a few lessons and also spent two days, with my two horses with him, where we had intense 

training sessions, it was great.
